Most common website issues
No description for images
An image description or Alt Text is a textual description of images that are present within digital material. An image description is generally a more detailed explanation of an image when compared to Alt text. Blind and partially sighted people may use screen readers to access digital content. Screen readers will read the image description or alt text out loud, depending on what settings the person has enabled. Alt text and image descriptions can provide essential information such as text, links, and image details. It is recommended that alt text be 125 characters or less with image descriptions being slightly longer. 
Unlabelled buttons and links
It is important that the buttons and links that you use on your website are labelled in enough detail. Detailed labelling will allow a blind or partially sighted user to understand where they are being directed to. It will depend on which software a person is using, but generally the description of a button or link is real aloud from the body of the text. Links are often labelled with ‘Click here’ which does not detail where the link is taking the user to. This labelling will benefit all users as well as being useful for your search engine optimisation (SEO).
Headings that are difficult to follow
Headings on web pages help users understand how a page is organised and determines the structure. Headings are often larger, and visually they can be distinguished from the surrounding text which helps to guide the user around the page. However, it is important to ensure that the underlying coding for the headings on a page is correct to allow screen readers to navigate the headings easily. 
A Screen reader user will use this underlying code to navigate a web page by listening to the headings and moving to one that they require. Therefore, organising headings correctly will make the experience simpler. It is important to plan out your headings in a logical and hierarchical order before building a web page. 
Forms that are not accessible
Just like the structure of headings for websites, the structure of forms on your website is just as important. Forms can be used for customers joining as a member, or simply for signing up to receive the monthly newsletter. Therefore, having accessible forms is important to capture customers data correctly. 
Make sure that you provide clear instructions on how to complete the form and make sure that the labels are detailed enough for the user to understand what they are completing. 
The form may be completed using a keyboard only, so it is crucial that the form is following a logical reading order and the layout is not complex. 
Errors are commonplace when completing forms, so ensure that enough detail is provided when an error occurs. It is good practice to tell the user what error has occurred in order that it can be easily corrected. To go one step further, it would be helpful if the error text includes how to rectify the error. The use of colour to identify an error is helpful, but not to be used in isolation. 
Poor colour contrast
Good colour contrast between the text and background on a website is an important accessibility consideration. Without good colour contrast a visually impaired person may not be able to read the information on the web page. 
It is important that you test your colour contrast and the WebAIM contrast checker is a web page where you can input two colours that you are planning to use and it will tell you the contrast ratio.
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
