Burden of proof: Parents/Young Person
It is the responsibility of the parent or young person to prove that the Local Authority cannot meet need as in S42 of the Children and Families Act (CAFA) 2014) click here for further information 
Before submitting your appeal application, consider:
· Does the LA have all the evidence required to make an informed decision?
· Citing evidence to ‘back up’ each point you make
· Citing any changes in circumstance, e.g. has there been a change in your child’s special educational needs?
· Have all the reports which have contributed to the drafting of the EHCP, been listed in section K of the plan?
· Is there an up-to-date diagnosis of your child’s needs with any medical terminology or jargon explained? 
· In section B, do all the professional reports refer to the most recent diagnosis provided?
· Are all of your child’s ‘needs’ detailed in part B?
· For each SEN identified in part B, is there provision, or a set of provisions, detailed in part F to meet each SEN identified?
· Has all specialist support been ‘quantified and specified’ in part F of the EHCP?

Section A of the EHCP provides the opportunity to communicate the learner’s voice. We recommend including anything you or your child feel is important to the achievement of their aspirations, as this should form the basis of the golden thread and should be acknowledged in Section E and F of the plan.
